Christian Education Today?

A father sat in my office
with a sixteen-year-old son who
was in real trouble. The boy
was facing a narcotics charge
as well as other possible
charges. The dad said this to
me: “I just don’t understand
it, my wife and I have
sacrificed to see to it that Bill
(not his real name) would be in
a good Christian school. I have
worked two jobs and have done
everything I could to give him
every advantage, What is
wrong? Shouldn't T have
expected better than this from
a Christian school?”

As 1 thought about this
question, 1 realized that
probably many Christian fam-
ilies have faged this kind of
problem. I asked myself. . 4Did
the  Christlan’ schiool fail. 19
meel its responsibility -to “this
young student and his fam-
ily?" Even as I thought about
this question I could hear that
father saying, *'I thought that I
could expeet more {rom
Christian education than this."”

That statement really pro-
voked some thinking on my
part. What is Christian educa-
tion and did it fail in this
situation? The obvious answer
is that “Christian education
did fail; the boy is in real
trouble and something must
have failed.” As 1 thought
about it, something inside
seemed to say, “Bul is
Christian education the sole
responsibility of the Christian
schonl?” A verse of seriplure
came to mind: Ecclesiastes
4:12, “And if one prevail
against him, two shall with-
stand him; and a threefold
cord is not quickly broken.”
Christian education is a
threefold cord.

“The time has come,” the
Walrus said, “to talk of many
things.” In the Christian school
movement, as in Lewis Car-

rol's Wonderland, “the time
has come.”
The lime has come for

Christian educators to forsake
ungodly, secular textbooks and
develop documentation for our
teachers that is in harmony
with the theology and philos-
ophy of the Christian institu-
tions where they teach,

Unfortunately, for all practi-
cal purposes, there are no
Christian textbooks. And the
range of subjects is far
broader than the garrulous
walrus's list. Biology, geology,
history, geography, reading,
Bible...Just naming them ali,
without trying to reduce some
of the new terminology (like
“social studies” or ‘‘earth
science™) to comprehensible
educational units, is enough to
boggle the budget of any
would-be publisher,

Why, then, would Bob Jones

University--already committed
to an educational program that
taxes its personnel and fi-
nances to the maximum--
undertake to expand its staff
and facilities in order to enter
the textbook publishing field?

Simply because the time has
come.

The Christian school move-
ment was born of conflict. As
secular school systems de-
volved into increasingly hu-
manistic, atheistic institutions,
parents and preachers felt a
growing concern for the well
being of thejr Christian young

people.
The battle lines were drawn:
on- the side of eternal

Truth--the Christian home and
the Fundamental Church; on
the side of infernal error--the
government school and the
textbook publisher. It was
parent and preacher versus
writer and teacher. Two

I want to read several
Seriptures to you today.

We have gone through a 40
vears period, when America
has been divided as never
before. when all our principles
all our good things seem to
have been shaken, or rooted
up. We have seen our once
great churches, which stood as
“lighthouses™" on the landscape
of America, disintegrate into
“religious country clubs,’ that
men joined to help their
prestige in the community:
while others have become
mere ‘‘religious honky-tonks"
replete with flashing psycha-
delic lights, religious rock and
roll music, and homosexual
ministers. America has gone
through a period of intense
moral and spiritval decline,
when even our Public Educa-
tion system has turned against
the pr y, and

. comimodious

where children are taught to
disrespect their parents as
“old fogies” who don't .know
what is happening, and where
Christian  principles are
‘passe,” something from the
Dark Ages.

America's watchword has
become: *You only go around
once in life; so live with gusto.
Eal, drink, and be merry, for
tomorrow you may die. If it
makes you feel good, or if the
majority says it's ok, then it
must be good. After all, the
most important thmg in life is
to *do your thing'.” Whatever
that may be!

We have seen America's
strength abroad evaporate as
her spiritual strength at home
has been deliberately de-
stroyed. Over a hundred years
ago, a French political phi-
losopher by the name of Alexis
de Tocqueville visited Amer-
ica. When he returned home,
he wrote to an American friend
in the following words: *I
came to America searching for
her greatness. 1 looked in her
harbors and it
was not there. I searched for it
in her great cities and I could
not find it. I looked in the
incomparable fields of the
midewest, and it was not there.
It was not until I looked into
the churches of America, and
listened as her pulpits flamed
against unrighteousness, that 1
realized that America is great,
because she is good; when she
ceases to be good. she will
cease to be great.”

We have seen this principle
in operation in the past fifty
years, as America’s strength
at home and abroad has gone
down hill in the same ratio that
her moral and spiritual
strength has been eroded.

During this time of Amer-
ica's decline, we have seen a
steady decrease in spirituality,
while at the same time
corruption has been rampant
and crime has increased by
leaps and bounds until it is
unsafe to walk the streets of
many American cities after the
sun has set.

America's youth- has turned
away from God to a cynical,
psuedo - intellectualism that
places their intelligence above
that of God and which hides
behind the feeble facade of
Humanitarianism; a position
where they sneer at the super-
natural rebirth of salvation,
while guiding their lives by the
ancient art of the horoscope,
witcheraft and Satan-worship.

Our Federal Government has
moved from being the "ser-
vanl of the People,” as
envisioned by the Founding
Fathers, into a Frankenstenian
monster which threatens to
devour our basic freedoms. We
have seen America’s courage
and patriotism move from that
of Patrick Henry, as he said:

. Herbert Philbrick, who be-
came famous as a double-

Now life's day is over for him
and soon I will reach the end of
my life. Today, at his funeral,
I saw thousands of folks weep
as they passed his casket. All
the world loves him. Now for
the first time I realize I placed
my emphasis on the wrong
things; 1 placed my emphasis
on the wrong world.”

Tell me, lady, what world are
you living for? Are you
interested in self and plea-
sure more than you are in
God? Tell me businessman
where have you placed your
emphasis? Are you more
interested in fame and fortune
and power than you are in the
things of God?

Are you more interested
in “‘doing your thing” than in
living for Jesus? The Word of
God tells us: “‘For what is a
man profited, if he shall gain
the whole world, and lose his
own soul?
